Formerly known as The Rwanda Ride or 50 Mile Ride, this event 
started back in 2006 to support bikes to Rwandans. It has 
evolved into one of longest running and largest mountain bike 
events in Southern California.

We’ve raised over $1.7 Million for our African 
non-profits in the history of this event.

Over the years this ride helped Rwandan cycling become 
self-sustaining which is why we are now known as the Good 
Dirt Ride! These funds are now used to further opportunities 
to get kids on bikes and for young cycling hopefuls to advance 
in the sport in countries like Benin and Sierra Leone. Team 
Africa Rising designed an all-encompassing network of 
mechanics, coaches, and support positions in the sport.
